Method
Participants:
Participants included 103 undergraduate-student volunteers (87 freshmen,5 sophomores,3 juniors,8 seniors).The 27 face-to-face interviewees are randomly selected from the 103 undergraduate-student volunteers in proportion.
Materials：
We gave the participants 10 questions to get their basic online-study condition:
1.How much time do you study online on average every day?

2.Do you understand the OBE (outcome-based education) concept?

3.Which video viewing software do you usually use while studying?
4.Which search engine do you usually use while studying?

5.Do you use search software while studying?

6.Which search software do you usually use while studying?

7.Do you use memorization software when you study?

8.Which memorization software do you usually use while studying?
9.Are you willing to pay for resources you encounter while studying?(Including paid live streaming lessons, video lessons, learning materials, etc.)

10.Do you regard the network learning platform more as a process learning tool (pre-class preview, after-class review, after-class expansion) or a tool for achievement (cramming for the exam, catching up on homework before handing in,searching questions directly and copying answers)?

Procedure:
In the early stage of preparation, We read many papers about online-study condition and OBE concept in order to know the newest study in this field.We formulated survey indicators and  contents, drafted questionnaires, carried out small-scale pre-surveys, revised and improved the questionnaires based on the problems and deficiencies found, and then carried out a comprehensive questionnaire survey.

In the course of the questionnaire survey we distributed a total of 103 questionnaires, and there were 103 valid questionnaires to get their basic online-study condition.We selected diverse groups of students and conducted.Corresponding surveys in a face-to-face interview with 27 students to dig their deeper opinion on OBE learning concepts and their own application during their studying.Provide direction and information for subsequent research. We analyzed and screened out the utility data from the questionnaires and made charts to illustrate our study.
